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SILVERLEAF WHITEFLY REPORT  - No. 3

Sampling Period:   8/14/06 - 8/25/06

Kern County:
One hundred percent of the 89 sample sites were surveyed.  Fifty of the sites sampled (56.2%) were positive for silverleaf whitefly (SLWF) and seventy-two of the sites (80.9%) were positive for aphids. Thirty-six of the positive sites (72.0%) had leaves in the 1 - 5 nymphs/leaf range only, thirteen sites (26.0%) had leaves in the 6 - 49 nymphs/leaf range, and one site (1.1%) had leaves in the 50 or more nymphs/leaf range. Mites were found at forty-six sites (51.7%), armyworm was present at three sites (3.4%), and there were two sites (2.2%) with other whitefly species present.
Kings County:
One hundred percent of the 72 sample sites were surveyed.  Eighteen of the sites sampled (25.0%) were positive for SLWF and twenty-eight of the sites (38.9%) were positive for aphids.  Sixteen of the positive sites (88.9%) had leaves in the 1 - 5 nymphs/leaf range, one site (5.6%) had leaves in the 6 - 49 nymphs/leaf range, and one site (5.6%) had leaves in the 50 or more nymphs/leaf range. Thirty-five sites (48.6%) had leaves infested with mites, five sites (6.9%) had armyworm, and two of the sites (2.8%) had other whitefly species present.

Tulare County:
One hundred percent of the 57 sample sites were surveyed. Twenty-seven sites (47.4%) were positive for SLWF and thirty-two sites (56.1%) were positive for aphids.  Twenty-one of the positive sites (77.8%) had leaves in the 1 - 5 nymphs/leaf range, six sites (22.24.8%) had leaves in the 6 - 49 nymphs/leaf range, but none of the sites had leaves in the 50 or more nymphs/leaf range. There were twenty-four sites (42.1%) infested with mites, twelve sites (21.1%) with armyworm, and two of the sites (3.5%) had other whitefly species present.

Fresno County:

Samples were submitted from one hundred percent of the 125 sample sites. Nineteen sites (15.2%) were positive for SLWF and forty-nine sites (39.2%) were positive for aphids.  Fourteen of the positive sites (73.7%) had leaves in the 1 - 5 nymphs/leaf range and five sites (26.3%) had leaves in the 6 - 49 nymphs/leaf range.  Forty-eight sites (38.4%) were infested with mites, fourteen sites (11.2%) had armyworm, and seven sites (5.6%) had other whitefly species present.

Madera County:
Samples were submitted from one hundred percent of the 13 sample sites.  None of the site sampled were positive for SLWF, but eight sites (61.5%) were positive for aphids.  Eight sites (61.5%) were infested with mites, three sites (23.1%) had any armyworm, but none of the sites had any leaves with other whitefly species.


Merced County:
Samples were submitted from one hundred percent of the 29 sample sites. Two of the sites (6.9%) were positive for SLWF and seven sites (24.1%) were positive for aphids. Both of the positive sites had leaves in the 1 - 5 nymphs/leaf range only.  Nine sites (31.0%) had leaves infested with mites, one site (3.4%) had armyworm, and four sites (13.8%) had other whitefly species present.
